Transition Black Isle

Low Carbon Heat webinars  8th, 15th, 22nd March  2022
TBI has been developing plans for a series of three webinars on a theme of low carbon heat. The aim is to help inform householders who are interested in switching from fossil fuel heating.

The plan is for three Tuesday evening events in March, co-hosted by TBI and Home Energy Scotland. We will aim to identify local homeowners who have already installed relevant heat systems (and/ or improved their insulation) and we will aim to involve local suppliers/ installers.

We believe there is scope for this to be quite a significant event – we have some good speakers and it’s a very topical event. We believe the main constraint on numbers will be keeping break-out discussion groups manageable, and our provisional view is that, with that in mind, we should restrict numbers to 60.
