Conditions of use

Transition Black Isle is a voluntary group and provide this equipment in good faith in order to encourage people to make best use of local produce.

We ask you to leave us with two cheques payable to Transition Black Isle

£5 ( £10  for those outside of the TBI area) per days use,( as booked) which will help us cover some of our costs. 

£10 deposit to cover cleaning/ minor damage.  This cheque will be destroyed if once we have checked the equipment we are happy that it is in good clean condition.

You are responsible for the security and  condition of the equipment – including the trailer while it is “ booked out “ to you. You will be asked to ensure the equipment is clean and good order before you take it.  You will be expected to pay for any loss or  damage that is done to any equipment you borrow. The total value of the equipment is over £2,000. The equipment must be returned to Benview clean and ready for the next person. It is likely that it will have a short period of intense use, so extensions are unlikely.

We may be able to deliver the trailer to you, at an agreed cost- this will be based on distance and time. Payment for this will be made to  Duncan Scott.

These are not intended to be instructions in making and storing apple juice. It may be that pasteurization is advisable if you intend to keep your juice. All aspects of food hygiene, storage etc of your product is your responsibility.

TRAILER

As in any aspect of motoring, you are responsible for your vehicle and the trailer, which means that you need to satisfy yourself that your vehicle is suitable for towing the trailer, and that the trailer is road worthy.  Please make sure that you are satisfied with all aspects of the trailers roadworthiness including tyres, lights and the hitch.  Please note the maximum speed limit when towing a trailer is 50mph where the national speed limit applies or 60 mph  on a dual carriageway.   You will need to supply a rectangular yellow number plate to insert into the holder.
The trailer is supplied with a hitch lock, and you must use this when the trailer is left unattended on or off of your car. If it or its contents are stolen you will be expected to pay for replacements.  

Guidelines for use of the Apple Press and Crusher

We found that we needed a minimum of 4 people but more can speed the processes.

The Press, Crusher, buckets and straining bags will be supplied clean and dry and must be returned in the same condition. You must inspect the equipment and satisfy yourself that it is in safe hygienic condition before you use it. If you are not satisfied please do not use it, and contact Duncan Scott at Benview on 07923 829542

The Crusher is designed for hard fruit e.g. apples and pears and not for soft fruit or vegetables.

In order to produce juice the fruit must first of all be crushed.

To crush fruit

Chop apples into quarters or smaller if the apples are very large. Some people cut out bad portions of fruit, others found it wasn’t necessary.



Place the Crusher on top of one of the large buckets.

2 people should hold down the crusher over the bucket whilst a 3rd person gradually tips apples into the crusher`s hopper. The 4th person meanwhile is turning the handle on the crusher allowing the small pieces of fruit to be collected in the bucket.

When you think you have enough crushed apples to fill the press set up the press.

To press fruit

Undo the side screws on the Press so that the press can be lifted out of the drum and over to one side.

Place the coarse straining bag inside the drum so that the top edge overlaps the top of the drum.

Fill the bag evenly with chopped apples, making sure that it is level at the top.

Tuck the top of the bag over the crushed apples. Attention must be paid to drawing the material well over the fruit so that it doesn’t get pinched and damaged between the press and the drum.

Align the press carefully over the centre of the crushed apples and tighten side screws.

Place bucket on the floor to collect juice.

Turn press arm until stiff—this process may need 2 people.

Raise press when juice stops running.

Remove bag containing crushed fruit (loved by cows, deer, blackbirds and compost heaps)
