Practical food gardening sessions 2015

We're thinking of running some practical food gardening sessions along 
the lines of the Grow North ones of a few years back. We started to do 
similar last year but didn't get enough interest to keep going; unless 
we can get a regular minimum of about eight people it will be difficult.

Agric's happy to do one at Netherton, Culbokie in early May and suggests 
the following topics, of which he could probably cover perhaps 3 or 4 in 
about 3 hours:


a. Potatoes: what, how and when to grow (you can plant some potatoes as 
late as mid June and still get a fair crop); pests and diseases; pros 
and cons of saving your own seed potatoes.
b. Tender crops: courgettes, squashes, french & runner beans.
c. Sowing and transplanting: trays, modules, seedbeds; why, how.
d. Seeds from your overwintered crops (brassicas, leeks, roots).
e. Brassicas - all year round vegetables: roots, leaves and flowers.
f. Salads: lettuces, oriental, herby, wild.
g. Herbs: annual, biennial, perennial; propagating.
