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Culbokie Community Market – Celebrating 10 Years

On Saturday 19th May 2018 Culbokie Community Market celebrates its 10th Anniversary.

From small beginnings in 2008 the market continues to develop, with a diverse range of high quality local goods and crafts available at every market.

The Market is open from 10am to 12.30pm and at 11am there will be a short talk by Craig Anderson, retired BBC presenter who lives locally and is a market ‘regular’, followed by a celebration with cake and a drink for all visitors.  As well as the usual stalls there will be some special promotions for the occasion, with outside stalls and demonstrations, including a visit by piglets from ‘The Natural Pig Company’ and goat from ‘Golden Goat Dairy’.  A showcase of local food, crafts and services and a day for everyone to enjoy. 

Jo’s Plants (see photo attached) has been providing plants and local eggs from Easter Balmungie Farm since 2008.  Her range of seasonal plants and herbs is popular and her contribution over the 10 years will also be celebrated.
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The market was set up by Ferintosh Community Council after being approached by Hazel Gordon, who was working with young people on Inverness High School’s ‘REAL’ project.  A community market was a great way to promote their own vegetables in the area.  A committee was formed to explore the idea and on Saturday 17th May 2008 Ferintosh Community Market was launched in Findon Hall, Culbokie with over 200 folk attending.

After six successful months Kirsty Shaw was appointed as Market Organiser and continued until the responsibility of the market was handed to Culbokie Community Trust in January 2016.  Sylvie Main is now the organiser and ensures there is a wide range of local meat, fish, cheese, vegetables, baking, crafts, plants, charity stalls and much more every month for regulars from the area and those from much further afield.  Visitors can always enjoy a chat with a tea or coffee, excellent cakes or a soup/brunch lunch in the market café before browsing the stalls for regular items or special gifts and cards.  

Following the success in Culbokie, Community Markets in North Kessock and Cromarty were established by Transition Black Isle on the last and second Saturday of each month respectively. Both markets provide similar high quality local goods and crafts for their communities and visitors alike.
