Nourish Community Catalysts workshop

I attended this event on Thursday 12 Jan in Inverness.  7 folk turned up, one from Tain, one from Cantray Park and one from Inverness Foodstuff and others from elsewhere.   It was a useful networking event.   Summarised below is what it was about.  
We’ll introduce you to some of the 30 other people interested in food justice taking part in this short 3 month programme. We’ll provide a detailed overview of the programme and where this fits in with Nourish Scotland’s work - including other opportunities for involvement, particularly around the forthcoming Good Food Nation Bill. 

The training will prepare you to host your own semi-structured Community Conversation around food justice issues. We’ve developed a series of questions that we’ll go through together using a broad range of facilitation techniques. The training is aimed at building your confidence of facilitating, and to prepare you to reflect on and analyse what people tell you. 

The programme is all about community led research, we’ll be there to support you but it’s important that the reflections come from you. After you’ve hosted and analysed a Community Conversation we’ll collate the information together from everyone on the programme and share it at the closing event in March in Perth.

The primary purpose behind holding a Community Conversation event is to feed back to the Scottish Government policies which should be included in their  “Good Food Nation” Bill.    I am not convinced this is a worthwhile exercise for TBI but would be open to be persuaded by others.
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
