To follow up on our conversation, a couple of points:
I can confirm that we offer Domain Validated certificates.
Our pricing is based on the fact that we have a lot of manual intervention
in setting up the certificates, including the validation, and the price
includes the setting up of the http -> https redirection if required along
with technical support & troubleshooting if there are any issues with site
design following the installation of the certificate.

We hope that in future we might be able to review that pricing, but
currently it's an economy of scale situation.
Our stance is effectively that Google say you should have it, so we're
basically passing that message on.
