TBI 10th Birthday Ceilidh      (***** unattributed *****)
Details agreed so far:

Ceilidh at Resolis Memorial Hall, 27th September. The hall is booked from 18.00 to 23.00, and Anne has booked a youth ceilidh band. Costs are £150 for hall, £250 for band. We have a £200 grant from Ecolise via SCCAN, so net cost to date £200.

Advice from David Gilbert is that the hall’s capacity, if we want dancing plus space for tables and chairs, is 130.

Proposed timings are:

· Doors open 19.00

· Band play 19.30-20.30 and 21.00-22.00

· Open mic 20.30-21.00

Still to be decided:

· Food – I suggest we get a caterer, and offer finger buffet food. I suggest food available from doors open, with deserts during open mic.

· Drink – we could get an occasional licence and sell drink, but I suggest we make it BYOB. Otherwise we’d need volunteers to run the bar, and we’d have to figure out quantities and what to do with surplus.

· Pricing – I was thinking maybe £12, say £8 for under-16s and concessions? If we budget for say 80 people, £10 average would give us £7.50/ head for food. I suggest we contact caterers before making a final decision.

· Promotion – the event was trailed in the last newsletter; I suggest we want to start promoting it more energetically once the schools are back, maybe mid-August. We have committed to SCCAN that we’ll promote via social media, newsletter/ newsflash, press release to Ross-shire Journal.

· Tickets – I suggest we don’t bother with tickets, but do the same as Resolis Community Arts and get people to reserve space in advance and pay at the door.

· Volunteers – we’ll need people to source caterers, write news items, set out tables, maybe help the band, and clear up at the end.
