As I only received one response to my email 'Website thoughts' of 30 May, I intend to proceed on the basis of the overall layout of the site pages shown in Colin's draft 5 attached to that email - heading with current logo and 'Transition Black Isle' text, no side panels on Home or content pages, quick links to news and events at the bottom, background colours can be changed, menu to be worked on - and leave a decision on the layout and appearance of the image (and text?) links until we have a Wordpress site set up (this should be fairly soon) and can see the effect of the various possibilities at different screen sizes and resolutions.
The one response I did receive admitted to some confusion over that last issue - how the site might appear on different devices - which I discussed in my email.  Most browsers have a facility to simulate the appearance of any site on a range of devices other than the one you are currently using, and in case some of you are not familiar with this I am including in this paper some instructions and illustrative screenshots for Chrome and Firefox under Windows 7, and links to instructions for Safari.  (Your screens may look different - Julian couldn't find the dropdown menu using Chrome on his Mac).
The screenshots show the 'other device view' screens (Firefox looks cleaner because it doesn't show all the code and stuff on the right), with the dropdown menus which enable you to select the device you want to simulate (these can be edited, and devices added or removed).

How to get there in Chrome

    Chrome menu / More tools / Developer tools
    Or Ctrl-Shift-I from any web page
 

How to get there in Firefox

    Firefox menu / Web developer / Responsive design mode

    or Ctrl-Shift-M  from any web page
