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The main purposes of the meeting were

1.
To try to establish which elements of the proposed Wordpress site were



- determined by the selected Wordpress theme - 'Blocksy'



- necessarily implemented by Jamie as developer


and which could be changed by a TBI person as either 'editor' or 'administrator'

As hitherto, this distinction was not made entirely clear, but the impression was gained that there were very few elements that could not be changed by a TBI person with 'administrator' capability (which TBI would have), but that this capability would need to be used with extreme caution to avoid 'breaking' the website.
2.
To establish the menu style to be used for the site.  
The options were



- a 'tab' menu across the top of the screen where device type and screen size and 
resolution permits, changing automatically to a 'hamburger' dropdown menu on small 
devices (phones) or at low screen resolutions



- use of the hamburger dropdown menu in all cases

Jamie favoured retaining the tab menu where possible because of its familiarity


Peter and Adam preferred using the dropdown menu exclusively, as it would 



- provide consistency across all screens and devices



- make space available in the  menu bar for links to News and Events, and Search and 
Donate buttons.


Jamie agreed that he would build the site with a hamburger dropdown menu only.

3.
To clarify some issues relating to page layout including menu bar and 'quicklinks' to news and events panels; font, headings, highlights and colours; use of the footer panel as a subsidiary menu.

Page layout



- to replace the news and events summaries currently displayed in the right hand panel 
(on some screens and devices only), it had been proposed to use summary panels at the 
foot of every page


- separate 'quicklink' buttons at the top of each page had been proposed to access these 
panels without lengthy scrolling, but using a hamburger-only menu enables News and 
Events links to be placed in the menu bar and makes separate buttons unnecessary.

Fonts etc.



- basic site font was agreed, colour change agreed, headings and highlights can be 
varied.

Footer panel



- there was little discussion and no agreement on how this should be used.  Contact 
information is commonly provided on such panels.  Other possibilities include links to 
resources (such as the document library), links to other sites, directors' information, 
business directory, sitemap and cookies notice.
4.
To clarify how a media library, or separate image and document libraries, would be implemented  
- This has been an outstanding unresolved issue for a long time. 


- Jamie is of the opinion that the Wordpress 'Media Library Assistant', with a common 
library and library items allocated to categories rather than separated into folders, would 
be suitable, but we have not yet been able to see a sufficient demonstration of it to 
assess its suitability.



- Other possible add-ins have been looked at and found unsatisfactory

This issue remains unresolved and urgent.

5.
To flag up a number of miscellaneous items/issues for joint attention by Plexus and TBI an the new website is being built.  These were not discussed in detail.  They were


- content bulk transfer


- compliance



- cookies



- forum - active or archive?



- recipes



- cyclestreets



- facebook links - needs 2, can they be distinguished?



- javascript show/hide code



- wordpress 'posts' for news items and perhaps other dated sequences



- 'back to top' button

Conclusions


The TBI representatives were agreed that the meeting was as successful as could have been expected, that most (but not all) issues were clarified, and that it provided a useful basis for proceeding jointly with the further development of the site.
